Requirements
The Capital Reading Council invites educators, who are CRC members, to submit proposals for stipends to attend the Annual KSRA Conference. The stipend covers ONLY the registration fee to the conference. The conferee must attend six (6) hours of sessions associated with the work of the applicant.

Expectations
1. The topics and the learning from each session must be documented as follows:
· Time of session

· Speaker(s) name(s)

· Topic(s)

· Short summary that lists the information gathered, which will be used over a four month time period. 

2. Use information gathered at the conference sessions in a classroom or in-service setting.
· How was the gathered information used? 

· What are the implications of the information used?

· What reflections do you have from doing this project?  

3. Share information gathered at a Spring CRC event or write a project description detailing the results for an article in CRC’s newsletter.
For example, the conferee could include the following in a presentation or article:
· Information gathered
· Execution (How information was used)
· Evidence of change or improvement

· Progress monitoring/outcomes—this may be incomplete

· Future implications

· Feedback, noted or gathered

3. TIMELINE:  What is the anticipated timeline for this study?  Ex: November-February
4. PRESENTATION OF LEARNING:  Proposed date of presentation or newsletter article detailing results to CRC members ________________________________ . (Possibly a dinner meeting in March/April)
5. LETTER:  If applicable, attach the proposal statement to a letter from the administrator(s) of the cooperating school(s) indicating willingness to approve the completion of this project.
